     Dr. Kiran (Rawat) Negi has been actively engaged in the upliftment of tribal Bhotia women of Uttarakhand through income generating activities. She was instrumental in providing technologies using local biomass resource in the making of incense material. She also motivated tribal women to start fruit and vegetables preservation centers so that the locally available fruit and vegetables, which were gowing waste could be converted into commercially viable eatable products. These centres, which she helped to create in 1990, are still working very well. A large number of tribal women had benefited through the activity and were able to economically help their families.

     She also helped the tribals engaged in carpet weaving by providing them better technologies in loom improvement and design so that the locally made carpets could compete in the open market. These interventions helped the tribal weavers were unaware of the advances in the science and technologies to make better products and earn better. Being a respected worker, Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi who had spent considerable time with the tribal also motivated them against the consumption of liquor. Liquor drinking had afflicted almost every tribal family affecting their social and economic conditions. She prevailed upon some of the hard drinkers to give up liquor.

     Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi replicated the Bhotia tribal model in many villages of Garhwal and Kumuon by motivating rural women to start fruit and vegetable preservation centres by using locally available fruits. Such centres proved to be blessing in disguise for the rural women who produced pickles, jam, jellies, juices and other eatables that were appreciated by the consumers.

     During the Char Dham Yatra in Garhwal every year when lakhs of pilgrims visit the region, the products supplied by the women fruit and vegetables preservation centres and sold under the brand name “WISE” are instantly sold.

She provided the employment opportunity to the rural women by making use of their local crops i.e. finger millets, buckwheat and other local millets. Around 200 women were trained on nutri bakery in Uttarakhand, Himachal & Jammu & Kashmir. With the help of the team she developed low cost bakery oven for rural community.  The community near temples were mobilized and empowered economically through utilizing their local crops. They have been trained on Prasad preparation by utilizing local crops; incense material from local aromatic plants and carry baskets from local resource. Around 450 women from different villages were trained on the Prasad preparation, incense material making and basket weaving. Women were also trained on nutri sweets and around 100 women were trained on the same. 

     Another traditional activity, which had fallen on bad days due to various reasons, was restarted by Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi. The traditional activity in which each and every household was involved was honeybee keeping in the mountain villages. But in the last century, the traditional honeycomb, which was part of each household in the hills, vanished. Dr.Kiran Rawat tried to revive the old Bee-hive in the houses as an additional activity for women without any cost which could also give them some additional income besides helping in improving the health of the hill women and children following consumption of honey.

      In this venture, Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi with the help of her team in HESCO was able to make improvement in the traditional beehive used by the rural people. By making changes in the design of the beehive, it was found that the production has increased three times than those in traditional hives. She has been persistently trying to popularize the new improved beehive in the villages, which costs nothing but can give additional inputs to the poor and marginal farmers in the hills.

     Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi also worked in the technological improvement wooden bee-boxes, which were costing more than Rs.500 per box. She experimented with Lantana, a weed and mud to make bee-boxes which only costs labour as Lantana has been growing everywhere in the country. It was found that the bees liked the Lantana mud hive and produced more honey.

      In the field of environment, landslides and landslips has been a major ecological problem facing the Himalayas. Besides adversely affecting the topography, these landslides were in the rise due to increasing degradation of forests. Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi with her other colleagues from HESCO in collaboration with Border Roads Organization (BRO) worked in a successful project to stabilize the hill slopes from Kotdwara to Pauri Garhwal by planting various fast growing plants species.

      She also worked tirelessly to improve agricultural practices and tools amongst rural mountain women who are the mainstay of the agriculture in the hills. She organized mass awareness programmes for women to give them tips on improved agricultural practices and suggested changes in their tools, which could give them better agricultural output. The programme proved to be beneficial for village women.

      During the two major earthquakes, which hit the Garhwal region in 1991 and 1999, Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi was an active member of the HESCO team in providing relief and succor to the earthquake hit families. She mobilized victim women for use of their agriculture produce as immediate relief actively. She sold the products made by victim women in local market that earns relief to women’s families.

     Fibre has been largely neglected resource of the mountains, which if used properly could provide shelter, cloth and meet other necessities. Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi has done tremendous work in highlighting fibre as an income generating resource for the mountains. She came in contact with “Rudias”, a scheduled caste community engaged in making products using “Ringal”, a kind of local bamboo. She provided technological to the community for improving their age-old skills and also imparted them training in learning better designs for their products from skilled craftsmen. The activity was so beneficial that the community were able to make a handsome living by marketing their own products.

     Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi has not only been actively involved with mountain women but has also been active in desert areas of Rajasthan. The women of Jhalawar district of Rajasthan has been motivated by Dr.Kiran (Rawat) Negi to make use of their locally available resources. She trained 250 women to make diverse products. This helped women to earn their part time livelihood besides bring the identify to the region for the products.

     She also floated a group popularly called WISE (Women’s Initiative for Self Employment) at National level. The women involved in her mission have been presently organized through WISE. This is the group of women entrepreneur and the main objective of WISE is to do advocacy of women for their various problems and needs.
